Once active and reserve judges are appointed, the AJAG-CJ is
responsible for supervising their utilization, and that of all
judicial resources, to best serve the interests of justice
within the Department of the Navy.

f. Judicial Representative. The AJAG-CJ is the principal
advisor to the Judge Advocate General regarding the Article 146,
UCMJ, Code Committee, on matters affecting the judiciary, and
will represent the Judge Advocate General on the Code Committee
when so designated.

g. Community Sponsor. When the AJAG-CJ is a Navy judge
advocate, the AJACG-CJ serves in the capstone billet of the
military justice litigation career track for judge advocates of
the Navy. As such, the AJAG-CJ is the principal strategic
planner and community sponsor for the military justice
litigation career track. The AJAG-CJ will affirmatively lead
that community by overseeing execution of reference (h) by which
the Navy JAG Corps will identify, develop, and retain litigators
and judges. In overseeing execution of reference (h), the AJAG-
CJ will coordinate with, and be supported by, the other AJAGs.

h. Judicial Process Improvement. The AJAG-CJ is
responsible for the continuous monitoring and assessment of
judicial quality and efficiency, including methods of decreasing
error rates and the cost of providing judicial services in the
military justice process. In carrying ocut these
responsibilities, the AJAG-CJ will .coordinate with other Service
chief judges, as well as the civilian judiciary, to identify and
implement best judicial practices, including in such areas as
standardization of judicial forms and court filings, efficient
and effective case management and tracking systems, and other
advances in courtroom technology and judicial practice. To the
extent advances in judicial practice and procedure necessarily
implicate changes in court-martial practice, such as changes in
the trial script or pretrial agreement format, development of
cutting-edge technology, including electronic records of trial,
or other trial practices, the AJAG-CJ will coordinate with the
other AJAGs and make recommendations to the Judge Advocate
General and the Staff Judge Advocate to the Commandant of the
Marine Corps.

i. Judiciary and Courtroom Security. The AJAG-CJ shall
advise the Judge Advocate General, Commander, Naval Legal
Service Command, and the Staff Judge Advocate to the Commandant
of the Marine Corps, regarding judiciary and courtroom security.
In this capacity, the AJAG-CJ shall monitor and report on the
status of courtroom and judicial security, develop guidelines
and best practices, and coordinate their implementation.

j. Succession. The AJAG-CJ shall serve in succession as
the Judge Advocate General of the Navy when so directed by the
Secretary of the Navy, the Judge Advocate General, or their
designees, and as set forth in governing regulations.

k. Other Duties. The AJAG-CJ shall discharge such other
duties as assigned by the Judge Advocate General, consistent
with the Code of Judicial Conduct and judicial independence.
Other duties may include, but are not limited to, serving as a
member of the United States Court of Military Commission Review,
a member of the Naval Justice School Board of Advisors, a member
of the Office of the Judge Advocate General Awards Board, and as
a member or manager of civilian personnel management and pay
committees. Additionally, the AJAG-CJ is authorized to detail
himself or herself to preside over any general court-martial or
military commission upon the request of the Department of
Defense, the Chief Judge TRIJUDACT, or any other Service Judge
Advocate General or designee pursuant to the Inter-Service
Memorandum of Understanding on cross-service detailing of
military judges. The Navy Judge Advocate General shall be
notified of the circumstances attending the detailing of the
AJAG-CJ to any court-martial, and the impact such detailing will
have on the discharge of the AJAG-CJ's other duties. The AJAG-
CJ will serve simultaneously as the Chief Judge NMCCA only when
so appointed by the Judge Advocate General.

4. Cancellation Contingency. This Notice shall be effective on
1 June 2010, and shall be retained until incorporated into
revisions of references (c¢) through (j).

COLONEL CHERYL H. THOMPSON

Colonel Cheryl H. Thompson is the Staff Judge Advocate, Office of
the Staff Judge Advocate, 502d Air Base Wing, Fort Sam Houston,
Texas. She is responsible for providing legal services for Joint Base
San Antonio comprised of three installations and a work force of
more than 8,000 personnel. Additionally, Colonel Thompson serves
as the Staff Judge Advocate for the 502d Air Base Wing
Commander in his role as the general courts-martial convening
authority for the 802 Mission Support Group, Lackland Air Force
Base and the 902 Mission Support Group, Randolph Air Force Base.
Colonel Thompson also currently serves as an Appellate Military
Judge for the Court of Military Commissions Review.

A resident of Texas, Colonel Thompson attended Texas Christian
University and Texas Tech School of Law. Following admission to the Texas Bar in
1985, she worked until January 1989 in private practice at law firms in Dallas and
Arlington, Texas. She entered the Air Force Judge Advocate General’s Corps through
direct appointment in January 1989.

Colonel Thompson was initially assigned to Spangdahlem Air Base, Germany, where she
served as Chief of Legal Assistance and Preventive Law, Chief of Civil Law, Chief of
General Law and Chief of Claims. In July 1992, she was reassigned to Kelly Air Force
Base, Texas where she served as Chief of Military Justice. Following that tour, she was
assigned to Kunsan Air Base, Republic of Korea and served as Deputy Staff Judge
Advocate and Chief of International and Operational Law. Upon completion of the
assignment in Korea, she became Chief of Civil Law and Chief of Claims at Fifth Air
Force and United States Forces Japan, Yokota, Japan. In June 1998, she was selected to
serve as Chief of Executive Services for The Judge Advocate General, Pentagon. In July
2000, Colonel Thompson was assigned to Laughlin Air Force Base, Del Rio, Texas and
served as the Staff Judge Advocate. Following that assignment, in July 2002 she was
assigned to Headquarters Air Education and Training Command where she was Chief of
Military Justice and a member the command Inspector General inspection team. In July
2004, she was assigned to Whiteman Air Force Base, Missouri, home of the B-2, where
she served as the Staff Judge Advocate. Colonel Thompson served as the Staff Judge
Advocate, Headquarters Air Force Office of Special Investigations, Andrews Air Force
Base, Maryland from June 2006 to July 2008. In July 2008, Colonel Thompson was
assigned to the United States Air Force Court of Criminal Appeals, Bolling Air Force
Base, Washington, District of Columbia where she served as a military appellate judge
through June 2010.
